BRD-501: Deleting a Study removed confluence pages for both the Study and its Parent Paper
After I deleted Study 3 from the Blackhall 2004 paper.  I confirmed the study was removed (only 2 studies shown on Search Results) and then clicked on the Discuss link for the paper to verify that the confluence page for Study 3 had also been removed.  I received a “Page Not Found” error from confluence for the Parent Paper. The confluence pages for the remaining 2 studies are still there, but the confluence page for the paper is gone.  This bug is reproducible, however when a study was deleted from Ahrams 2003 the Discuss link for the parent disappeared.
