Marshall was a paper suggestion that was imported via PubMed.

When I started the curation I re-imported the paper information fields via PubMed.

I get the error in the second screenshot when I click “Save” from the Start Curation page.  I also get the same error when I go back to the Manage suggested papers option and click on “Start Curation” a second time.  At which point I am then blocked from accessing the paper suggestion.
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
