[bookmark: _GoBack]Retirement Plan for the Cancer Molecular Analysis (CMA) Application
Overview 
CMA data portal https://cma.nci.nih.gov/cma-tcga/ enables users to explore, visualize and integrate genomic data with corresponding clinical information through a single web-based interface. Currently the CMA portal provides analytical access to the following data sets:
· The Cancer Genome Atlas (TCGA) Glioblastoma (GBM)
· The Cancer Genome Atlas (TCGA) Ovarian cancer
· REMBRANDT (GBM)
· TARGET Acute Lymphoblastic Anemia (ALL)
CMA v2.0 currently hosted by CBIIT was deployed on production January, 2010 and the last time TCGA data was updated was in December 2009.  The application does not meet section 508 and security requirements for applications hosted by the federal government, and TCGA datasets are not up to date. Updated TCGA datasets are available via cBIO Cancer Genomics Portal http://www.cbioportal.org/ hosted by the Memorial Sloan- Kettering Cancer Center and the TCGA data portal https://tcga-data.nci.nih.gov/tcga/ . REMBRANDT and TARGET data are available from caIntegrator  https://caintegrator.nci.nih.gov/caintegrator/ , TARGET data portal http://target.cancer.gov/dataportal/ and Rembrandt https://caintegrator.nci.nih.gov/rembrandt/
According the user statistics there are 250-300 unique hits per month, but about 50% of the users spend less than 30 seconds on the site, see https://awstats.nci.nih.gov/awstats/awstats.pl?config=cma.nci.nih.gov . TCGA and TARGET program offices have been informed about the retirement and they have no objection. CMA retirement should have no impact on the community.
Retirement Process
The CMA retirement process will involve the following activities.
1) The NCI-CBIIT leadership team will approve the CMA retirement plan
2) Send announcement to the ICR mailing list.
3) All CMA studies share the same database instance. The CMA team will request a shutdown of the CMA instances on the following servers

4) The Systems Team will then archive all components of CMA and release the resources.  The following components will be archived: 
· NCI CMA Application
· NCI CMA Database
5) The NCI sponsor will draft a message regarding CMA retirement.  Proposed verbiage is:
 “The NCI CBIIT instance of the CMA application is no longer supported. Please go to cBIO Cancer Genomics Portal www.cbioportal.org and TCGA data portal https://tcga-data.nci.nih.gov/tcga/  to access TCGA data, and caIntegrator data portal https://caintegrator.nci.nih.gov/caintegrator/ , TARGET data portal ttp://target.cancer.gov/dataportal/ and Rembrandt https://caintegrator.nci.nih.gov/rembrandt/ to access Rembrandt and TARGET data.
