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Description of the Change Request

	According to the new CBIIT Infrastructure Tech Stack (attached), both JBoss 4.0.5 and Tomcat 5.5 have the sunset date of 12/31/14. Due to the Globus Toolkit used by caGrid 1.x, all caGrid 1.x services have dependencies on either JBoss 4.0.5 or Tomcat 5.5 container. As the result, all caGrid 1.x services will have the same sunset date as 12/31/14. This should include all services and toolkit set up by Introduce, as well as all caGrid clients that use Globus libraries. 

The planned release of caGrid 2.1 (available mid-October, 2014) will not have dependencies on Globus, and is complaint to the new Tech Stack. However, Introduce and client libraries will not be provided (see attached presentation slides). Individual projects will need to convert their own client libraries and/or replace the function of Introduce.




Impact Analysis
	Impact:
There are a few different components we can consider in this change request in regards to caArray:

· Deprecation of JBoss 4.0.5 and Tomcat 5.5 – Both the caArray application server and grid server were both upgraded to JBoss 5.1.0 in 2012, so this should have no impact on caArray.
· Release of caGrid 2.1 – caArray supplies a caGrid 1.5 service, but according to documentation, caGrid 2.x will support caGrid 1.x services via backwards compatibility so it should continue to work as is.
· Deprecation of Globus libraries – Since caArray’s supplies a caGrid 1.x service, it is still dependent on Globus libraries. Unfortunately, removing this dependency will require a major change to the underlying architecture and would require a significant effort to rewrite the grid service. Are the Globus libraries mentioned in this Change Review only because of their association with JBoss 4.0.5, or do they need to be removed in their own right?

In summary, there is significant impact only if the Globus libraries need to be replaced. Because caArray already upgraded its grid server to JBoss 5.1.0 and caGrid 2.x is backwards compatible, those components have no impact.

Just a note to consider, does anyone actually use the caArray grid service? I know the grid code for caArray has not been touched in a couple years. If the grid service is not being utilized, we may want to consider removing it altogether rather than spend resources keeping it continually up to date.
