APPLICATION RETIREMENT PLAN

Retirement Plan for REMBRANDT 
Overview
REpository for Molecular BRAin Neoplasia DaTa (REMBRANDT) is a data warehouse that integrates clinical and functional genomics data from clinical trials involving glioma patients.  The samples used to produce the data available in REMBRANDT were provided by the NCI CCR Neuro-Oncology Branch and other institutions that were collaborating on the Glioma Molecular Diagnostic Initiative (GMDI) study. REMBRANDT provides researchers with the ability to perform ad hoc querying, reporting and analysis across multiple data domains, including gene expression, gene copy number and clinical data. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]REMBRANDT data portal will be retired and data will be migrated to Georgetown Database of Cancer G-DOC database. REMBRANDT retirement notification and links to raw data files and GDOC will be posted on the wiki site replacing the REMBRANDT home page. 
Retirement Process
REMBRANDT retirement process will involve the following activities (timelines and additional details for these activities follow later in the document):
1) The NCI sponsor will inform user community regarding the retirement of REMBRANDT. 
· Everyone with a REMBRANDT  account: request a list from the application support
· REMBRANDT_USERS-L@LIST.NIH.GOV
· The REMBRANDT  retirement notification will be added on the REMBRANDT  portal home page prior to completion of the REMBRANDT retirement
· The REMBRANDT  Wiki (https://wiki.nci.nih.gov/display/icrportals/REMBRANDT) will be updated with the retirement notice
· NCIP_ANNOUNCE@LIST.NIH.GOV

2) Create REMBRANDT data reports for all samples and probe sets and post on the REMRNANDT Wiki:
· Gene expression analysis report 
· Copy number data analysis report
· Clinical data analysis report

3) Migrate data to Georgetown University G-DOC database.
4) Deposit microarray data files with ArrayExpress.
5) Once retired, the URL to the REMBRANDT home page will be redirected to the REMBRANDT retirement wiki page. Links to G-DOC and data files in ArrayExpress will be posted on the page. See Item 7 below for additional verbiage to be included on the wiki page. 
6) The Systems Team will shut down the application on the following servers:

7) The NCI sponsor will draft a message regarding REMBRANDT retirement.  Proposed verbiage is:
 “The NCI REMBRANDT application was retired in January 2015. REMBRANDT data is available for browsing and analysis via the Georgetown Database of Cancer G-DOC, a data integration and knowledge discovery platform hosting omics and clinical data.

Retirement Timeline
Key milestones associated with the REMBRANDT retirement are as follows. The goal is to have 6 months between community notification and retirement. REMBRANDT and G-DOC will run in parallel 2-3 months:
· Submit change request for REMBRANDT  retirement approval: 8/22/2014
· Change request approval: 8/29/2014
· Inform community of retirement plans: 9/5 /2014
· Place retirement notice on the Rembrandt home page: 9/5/2014
· Data available in ArrayExpress: 10/31/2014
· Data available in G-DOC: 10/31/2014
· Inform community that data is available in G-DOC and ArrayExpress and reiterate retirement plans: 11/7/2014
· Shutdown and URL Redirects Requested: 2/20/2015
· Shutdown Completed: 3/6/2015
· Archiving Completed:  3/6/2015
· URL Redirects  Completed: 3/6/2015
