Edit Study\SOP
Dropdown fields get indexed when clicked on Update button twice OR after midnight when all the fields get indexed. In below steps I’m giving example with just Diagnosis and Pre-analytical Factor value, same holds true for other dropdown fields like biospecimen Type, Location, Preservative type, etc. 
Steps:

1. Click to Edit Study

2. Add a new Diagnosis e.g. Diag1

3. Add a new Pre-analytical Factor Value e.g. FactorVal1

4. Click Update

5. In Keyword Search, search for Diag1

Expected: It shall return the Study with Diag1

Current: It does not return the result

6. In Keyword Search, search for FactorVal1

Expected: It shall return the Study with FactorVal1

Current: It does not return the result

7. Go back to Edit the same Study from Step1

8. Just click Update again

9. In Keyword Search, search for Diag1

Expected: It shall return the Study with Diag1

Current: It gives the result

10. In Keyword Search, search for FactorVal1

Expected: It shall return the Study with FactorVal1

Current: It gives the result

New Study\SOP
Dropdown fields get indexed when clicked on Save and then Update button on study OR after midnight when all the fields get indexed. 

Steps:

1. Click to Add new Study

2. Add all the required fields 

3. Click Save 

4. In Keyword Search, search for the dropdown fields from the Study added above
Expected: It shall return the Study 

Current: It does not return the result

5. Go back to Edit the same Study from Step1

6. Just click Update
7. In Keyword Search, search for the dropdown fields
Expected: It shall return the Study with Diag1

Current: It gives the result

[Note: All other fields like purpose, summary are indexed with just one save; it is only dropdown fields in which Save\Update needs to be clicked twice for Keyword Search. Also all of the dropdown fields can be retrieved immediately by Search using dropdown list after just one create/update.]
