Retirement Plan for Pathway Interaction Database (PID) 
Overview
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Pathway Interaction Database (PID, http://pid.nci.nih.gov) is a collection of curated and peer-reviewed pathways composed of human molecular signaling and regulatory events and key cellular processes. PID was created through collaboration between the US National Cancer Institute and Nature Publishing Group that was responsible for curating pathway data from publications. CBIIT does not have domain expertise to continue data curation and we are in the process of migrating data to NDEx, the Network Data Exchange website, NCI-ITCR funded framework where scientists and organizations can share, store, manipulate, and publish biological network knowledge. PID data will be imported to NDEx in BioPAX3 format, Pathway exchange language for Biological pathway data. 

Retirement Process
PID retirement process will involve the following activities:
1) Mervi Heiskanen and Juli Klemm will draft a retirement message and communicate with the PID user community.

3) The Systems Team will shut down application on the following servers:

Systems team will archive both the PID application and database.
4) PID URL will be redirected to a Confluence Wiki page with a post retirement message.
