Description of the Change Request

	The older versions of LexEVS (https://wiki.nci.nih.gov/display/LexEVS/LexEVS ) will no be maintained after the migration from 6116 to Shady Grove is completed. LexEVS 6.2 is backwards compatible with the 6.0/6.1 versions, but potentially there might be some incompatibilities that we haven't caught. We have worked with the developers of dependent applications that we know of to have them migrate, but there might be others that we haven't reached. 
We would like to do a test switchover in early summer to "shake the tree" and see if there are groups that are hitting an incompatibility and might be affected after the sun-setting of 6.0/6.1. We would work with the developers of affected applications as necessary if any are identified. This is a request to have DNS entries switched over (and then back after a suitable time period) on an agreed-on date.

(1)    Metadata Cleanup script works with LexEvs 6.2.
(2)    Audit report. It runs every night automatically to check caDSR/EVS concept inconsistences. The audit report still runs successfully when TOOL_OPTIONS_EXT.LexEvsAPI is set to LexEvs 6.2 stage. But we are not sure whether this script is using TOOL_OPTIONS_EXT.LexEvsAPI setting or not.

3. SIW/UML Loader: by pointing LexEVSAPI 6.1 Stage URL to LexEVS 6.2 we tested with a small model. SIW can search EVS concept successfully; UML Loader can load the model and create new concepts in caDSR DB successfully.

4. Admin Tool:  Searching concept works with LexEvs 6.2. I also tested creating a new concept and a new Object Class with another new concept on QA tier with LexEvs 6.2 successfully.

5. CDE Browser: Links to the NCIt and NCIm are directly set to NCIt or NCIm browser, no dependency on LexEVS API.
