In the dev test version of protege (ncias-d1303-v.nci.nih.gov:2422), I was able to manually create new classes where the Concept_Name (:NAME) had the umlaut. They were all created using the New button; the first two were created as children of Glomerulonephritis and the remainder were created as children of Henoch-Schönlein_Purpura_Nephritis_bad_coding (see below). They looked fine when I added them and the code numbers were visible.  However, after logging out and back in and running a search for FULL_SYN contains Purpura Nephritis the results had the coding displayed incorrectly. (The concepts themselves still looked ok.)

Here is what I tested

The / is not permitted in the :NAME field and I got the correct Warning pop up, "Class name format is incorrect."

There were no special characters in the :NAME so this was fine. It is currently C200000 in the test version.

This one was created all looked fine and this class was assigned code C200001. But lucene displayed the class name as http://ncicb.nci.nih.gov/xml/owl/EVS/Thesaurus.owl#Henoch-SchÃ¶nlein_Purpura_Nephritis_test_good, the concept could not be navigated to using the AQP and when a read only view was opened it was an empty class with only the corrupted name (no code, PT, Preferred_Name or rdfs:label). Because this class was successfully created in the hierarchy, I was able to navigate to it in the OWLClassesTab and there I deleted the ö and added an o to the :NAME. Then the AQP was able to display the rdfs:label and could navigate the user to the concept.

This one was created all looked fine and this class was assigned code C200002. But lucene displayed the class name as http://ncicb.nci.nih.gov/xml/owl/EVS/Thesaurus.owl#Henoch-SchÃ¶nlein_Purpura_Nephritis_bad_coding, the concept could not be navigated to using the AQP and when a read only view was opened it was an empty class with only the corrupted name (no code, PT, Preferred_Name or rdfs:label).

I copied the :NAME from Al's email and into Excel and then copied it into the :NAME slot in protege.

But lucene displayed the class name as http://ncicb.nci.nih.gov/xml/owl/EVS/Thesaurus.owl#Henoch-SchÃ¶nlein_Purpura_Nephritis_bad_coding_2, the concept could not be navigated to using the AQP and when a read only view was opened it was an empty class with only the corrupted name (no code, PT, Preferred_Name or rdfs:label). I did not modify the :NAME but the class looks fine when you find it in the hierarchy. The display of the parent is also the corrupt form of the parent's :NAME.

But lucene displayed the class name as http://ncicb.nci.nih.gov/xml/owl/EVS/Thesaurus.owl#Henoch-SchÃ¶nlein_Purpura_Nephritis_bad_3, the concept could not be navigated to using the AQP and when a read only view was opened it was an empty class with only the corrupted name (no code, PT, Preferred_Name or rdfs:label). I did not modify the :NAME but the class looks fine when you find it in the hierarchy. The display of the parent is also the corrupt form of the parent's :NAME.

[bookmark: _GoBack]This was an interesting exercise but the take home message is that special characters should not be in the :NAME field. However, if they slip in during manual editing they can be fixed using the OWLClassesTab but if they are batch loaded in they cannot be removed using the GUI because the parent doesn't get assigned.
